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Humans as a domain for AI 
or

How you, too, can help give computers common sense…

Historically, disciplines such as machine vision and computer graphics have gone from recognizing edges and rendering teacups towards more human-oriented tasks such as recognizing faces and rendering realistic-looking people. We predict that work on general inference will follow a similar path, from narrowly-purposed "expert systems" to large-scale, broad-spectrum inference about human psychology and about the everyday human world. Eventually, such "human aware" systems could come to understand people better than people understand themselves.

In this talk we will argue that commonsense AI should be considered a kind of general domain, one that all AI researchers can apply their favored methods to. We will discuss some of the characteristics of this domain, what the problems are, and what needs to be done to make progress.
